Isaac had children-Esau and Jacob. Jocob had

twelve sons. Through them Abrsham’s descendants grew

and they got divided into twelve tribes. They lived in the

promised land. The descendants of Jacob are known as

Israel.



Joseph was one of the twelve sons of Jacob. Jacob was well

pleased with Joseph. As he was liked most, some of his brothers hated

him. They sold him as a slave to the Egyptians. But God was with him.

By God’s providence, he was appointed the ruler of Egypt.



Canan, Where Jacob’s children lived, faced a

severe famine. They came to the pharaoh of Egypt to buy

corn. Joseph. The ruler, recognised his brothers. He took

them to Egypt and made them stay there. Thus the

Israelites began to live in Egypt.



When Joseph died, the Egyptians made them slaves. 

They tortured them in many ways. God chose Mhose

Moses the prophet and saved them from slavery 

through him. All these were God’s ways of salvation.
